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4SE has been part of
the team completing an
in-depth study of
Charleston’s seawalls.
The work involved ex-
tensive historical re-
search and has addi-
tionally included sur-
veyors, divers, histori-
ans and geotechnical
engineers.

The work continues
with the preparation for
the rebuilding of the
seawall at the point of
the Battery.
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Though the seawalls have long
been Charleston’s most visited
attraction, they now suffer from soil
settlement and piping and from
expansion of corroded steel.

The City Yearbooks of 1911 and
1917 described the construction of
the Murray Battery seawall in de-
tail. We were able to construct a
section through the wall from the
description.
